From the Pastor's Desk: Reflections on the second Sunday of Easter/
Divine Mercy Sunday.

"The whole group of those who believed were of one heart and soul..."

Divine Mercy, lifted humanity from death into life.

The lessons of the resurrection and the post resurrection are the bedrock
and foundation of of our Christian heritage. Just reflect for a moment how
amazingly harmonious our world will be if, we live in the light and ways of
the early Christian community. So, the first reading from the Acts of the
Apostles invites us to a model of Christian culture. "The whole of those who
believed were of one heart and soul, and no one claimed private ownership
of any possessions, but everything they owned was held in common". (Acts
4:32-35). In essence, everyone was at the service of the other especially
the needy.

The Psalmist, looking back on the wonders and graciousness of God, today
enjoins us to give thanks to Him for his everlasting love for his people.
While the second reading urges all and reminds us to embrace and love
God's commandment. "For the love of God is this, that we obey his
commandments". Because through the obedience of Christ we are able to
celebrate Easter. For the celebration of the Resurrection is the celebration
of love that conquers the world and whoever is born of God is born of love
and he/she conquers the world.

In the Gospel, our Lord Jesus Christ continues his appearances to his
beloved apostles to confirm, encourage them in the faith, and to send them
out, with the assurances of his abiding presence as he promised. "Peace be
with you. As the Father has sent me, so | send you." Thomas, seems to be
the model of sceptics but we need to realise that the rest of the apostles are
sceptical too. So why did the gospel writer single him out? For lack of room,
we can discuss this later, maybe you can talk about it at your kitchen tables.
But we also know that it is Thomas who says the final word on the identity
of Jesus; "My Lord and my God!" Here Thomas recognises the the divine
nature of Christ and his person shines. It is interesting to note that these
appearances of Christ eight days later, takes place while the disciples are
gathered in a house (for fear of the Jews), breaking bread. It is
certainly on the day of the Lord. So, when we gather around the table
of his word and Eucharist, Jesus makes his appearance and only
those present experience such divine presence. And through the
mouth of the priest Christ greets all gathered, "Peace be with you;"
and at the end of the celebration, sends out the community to be
Christ to the world, as Christ sent out his disciples. SHALOM!
